Contractor Questions and District Responses:

Bidder Question #1:

Per SC-7.06.A of the specifications, the contractor may not award work valued at more
than fifty percent of the contract price to Subcontractors without prior written
approval. With the necessary large specialty subcontractor scopes for the tanks,
electrical, paving, and demolition, this limit may be exceeded. Can the subcontracting

limit be increased to 65%7
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District Response #1:

SC-7.06.A is a supplementary condition to Article 7 of the Standard Conditions of
the Construction Contract. The bidder’s statement has been acknowledged and
the amendment will be struck from the Supplementary Conditions.

Bidder Question #2:
Will you be providing any additional drawings for the three (3) 8,000 gallon temporary
tanks — specifically to show the location of the fittings and accessories?

District Response #2:
No other additional plans.

Bidder Question #3:
Are there any hazardous material reports on the existing tanks to be demolished?

District Response #3:
No.

Bidder Question #4:
Please provide/suggest the nearby area for staging, parking and storage area for both
sites.

District Response #4:
Staging and parking areas are identified in Attachment D.

Bidder Question #5:
Please provide an area to dispose off water after the testing of the system.

District Response #5:
Water from testing the tanks and other instruments can be discharged into nearby
ditches at each site, however the discharge water is required to be dechlorinated.

Bidder Question #6:

Spec 01 11 00-2 paragraph 1.06, C states the work window for the Wallace Site is
September 9th, 2025 to May 2026. Please advise if this is a typo or if there are any real
working constraints for the Wallace Site?

District Response #6:

The temporary tanks and existing elevated tank will not be able to meet the peak
summer flow demand, thus eliminating the possibility to demolish the existing tank
during that time period.

Bidder Question #7:
Specification section 01 11 00-2 1.06 C states that work window for the Sawmill site my
is September 9, 2025 to May 2026. Project bids after this date.
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District Response #7:

Construction at the Sawmill Site shall begin no sooner than April 1, 2026. The
contract days have been increased to from 365 days to 550 calendar days to allow
for the Sawmill Site to be completed in the 2027 calendar year if necessary. Article
4 — Contract Times, Section 4.02, has been revised as stated in Attachment B.

Bidder Question #8:

Precedence should be made to have the tank installer complete the Sawmill Site tanks
first given the greater concern of acclimate weather at this site which may further prolong
completion of the Wallace Tank site until late 2026.

District Response #8:

Construction at the Sawmill Site shall begin no sooner than April 1, 2026. The
contract days have been increased to from 365 days to 550 calendar days to allow
for the Sawmill Site to be completed in the 2027 calendar year if necessary. Article
4 — Contract Times, Section 4.02, has been revised as stated in Attachment B.

Bidder Question #9:
Bid Item #12 calls for a new fire hydrant. Where is the hydrant located?

District Response #9:
Fire hydrant location is identified in Attachment D, see Sheet 1C04.

Bidder Question #10:
Do the flow meters require concrete vaults? They are shown as direct bury.

District Response #10:
The flow meters will be installed in concrete vaults. See Attachment D, Sheet
0CO02.

Bidder Question #11:
What are the sizes of the existing tank footings?

District Response #11:
Please see the as-built drawings included in Addendum #1.

Bidder Question #12:
Sheet 0C06 detail 4 "Chlorine Injection Vault" where is this on the project, it is not shown.

District Response #12:
The chlorine injection vault is not a part of the project.

Bidder Question #13:
Sheet 1C03has a note to place 950+/- SY of 1.5" rock 4" deep which equals approximately
105 cy. Same page different not calls to place +/- 347 cy of 1.5" rock. Which is correct?
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District Response #13:
The estimate should be based on square footage and not the volume.

Bidder Question #14:

Section, 00500, Article 1 — WORK, has verbiage that makes it look like the district already
owns these three (3) 8,000 gallon tanks and the contractor just needs to install them with
the tank mixers. Is that correct? Also, for the Hypermix Tank Mixers, are you accepting
an approved equal?

District Response #14:

The three (3) temporary tanks are owned by the District and are currently at the
Wallace Site ready for installation and setup. Tank mixers are not required to be
installed on the temporary tanks.

1) MODIFY SECTION 00500 AGREEMENT BETWEEN OWNER AND
CONTRACTOR, ARTICLE 1 - WORK, SECTION 1.01 as follows:

Contractor shall complete all Work as designated on the Bid Form and described for
the bid items and as otherwise specified or indicated in the Contract Documents.
The Work is generally described as follows:

The Ebbetts Pass Water System Sawmill Tank is located near Arnold in Calaveras
County, CA. The original 3 million gallon bolted steel tank installed during the 1970’s
is failing and contributes to water quality issues. The project consists of replacing the
existing tank with two (2) 0.5 million gallon glass-lined bolted steel water tanks on an
adjacent site. The project includes interties to the existing system and extensive site
piping and valving, and conduit installation, and installation of two (2) mechanical
tank mixers. The tanks will provide water to both a lower pressure zone and a
booster pump system to a higher pressure zone through two different intertie
connections. A tank overflow pipe system will also be provided. The site of the new
tanks will require substantial grading work including imported fill material, concrete
foundations, pavement, gravel covering, fencing, and permanent erosion control
measures. The existing tank and foundation are to be removed from the site by the
contractor following commissioning of the new tanks. The existing tank site is owned
by the District, and the site of the new tanks will be on an easement acquired from
the adjacent property owner. The tanks are designed to be operated in tandem, or
individually in order to allow one at a time to be taken out of service for maintenance
whlle the other remains on I|ne to continue providing service. Ihe—D+stnet—wH4—p¥e¥|ele

the—bu+ld+ng— The Contractor shall prov:de and /nstall the tank mixers, flowmeters

and all necessary conduit and pull wire between the tanks, meter vaults, and
electrical control building. The District will be responsible for the provision and
installation of the level transducers, connecting all wiring inside the building as well
as all control and other related electrical equipment necessary to complete the
project. The project is exempt from CEQA. The project is less than one acre and
therefore does not require a formal SWPPP. However, temporary construction BMPs
are required.

The Ebbetts Pass Water System Wallace Tank is located near the community of
Wallace in Calaveras County, CA. The existing 0.224 million gallon tank has reached
the end of its useful life. The tank acts as attenuative storage between the
community’s well water treatment plant and the booster pump system that supports
the water distribution system, including an elevated 60,000 gallon tank. The project
will require three (3) District-owned 8,000 gallon temporary storage tanks that are to
be temporarily connected to the system such that the existing tank can be
decommissioned and removed from the site, including the existing concrete

foundation. Contractor will need to install the temporary storage tanks, temporary
above-ground piping, and temporary interties to the existing system. Some electrical
conduit and-a-mechanicalk-tank-mixer will also need to be installed. The new
0.23million-gallon glass-lined bolted steel tank is to be constructed at the same site
as the existing tank. Site grading is minor; and includes establishing-a-temporary
tank-pad-and-providing gravel cover over a portion of the site. Upon completion and
commissioning of the new tank, the contractor shall remove all above-ground

temporary piping except where specified for it to remain and-remove-the-temporary
tankpad. The District shall take respon3|b|I|ty to remove the three temporary tanks

BID ITEM NO.1 — MOBILIZATION / DEMOBILIZATION

The bid price for this item shall include all project preparatory and completion work and
operations, including, but not limited to, those necessary for the movement of personnel,
equipment, supplies, and incidentals to and from the project site. This also includes the
establishment of facilities necessary to conduct the specified work on the project, setting
up and rigging down, and miscellaneous work to ensure public convenience and sanitary
safety. Additionally, the bid price shall cover temporary fencing for site safety, ensuring
compliance with all applicable regulations and standards. This item also includes any
work not specifically itemized but required to complete all items under the base bid. (Note:
This bid item not to exceed five percent (6%) of the total Contract Sum.)




BID ITEM NO.2 —- RECORD DRAWINGS

The bid price for this item shall include all labor, equipment and materials required to
prepare one set of neatly marked as-built record drawings showing the Information required
by the Engineer.

BID ITEM NO.3 — TEMPORARY EROSION CONTROL

The bid price for this item shall include all labor, equipment, and materials necessary for
the installation, maintenance, monitoring, and removal of temporary erosion control
measures as specified in the project plans and specifications. This includes, but is not
limited to, silt fences, straw wattles, sediment basins, check dams, erosion control blankets,
temporary seeding, mulching, and any other required temporary BMPs. The contractor
shall ensure compliance with all local, state, and federal regulations, including ongoing
inspections and adjustments as needed to maintain effectiveness throughout the
construction period.

Work shall consist of the forming, pouring, and finishing of the
tank foundation and miscellaneous concrete, installation of all tank piping, drain, overflow,
ladder, hatch, stairway, tanrk-mixers;-and ancillary appurtenances, inclusive of all piping and
appurtenances within five feet of the tank system and connection to the system, in
accordance with the plans and specifications.

BID ITEM NO.9 — (SAWMILL SITE) 1-INCH ELECTRICAL CONDUIT

The bid price for this item must include the installation of a 1" electrical conduit with pulled
wire fully completed and in place. This includes all necessary excavation, trenching,
backfilling, bedding, compaction, sweeps, vaults, and all required materials, equipment,
labor, and expenses in compliance with the plans and specifications.

BID ITEM NO.10 — (SAWMILL SITE) HYPERMIX TANK MIXER
The bid price for this item must include the installation of the Hypermix tank mixers, model
HPM 500 — 250 Hp. This includes all electrical cable, controllers, and connections,
necessary materials, labor, equipment, and expenses. Installation of all electrical cable
and wire, controller, and connections to be completed by others.

BID ITEM NO.11 — (SAWMILL SITE) DEMOLITION

Work under this item shall include all movement, cut, fill, import fill, storage, disposal,
placement, and compaction of soils required to prepare the site for the placement,
installation or construction of the storm drain inlet basin, access road, walkways,
miscellaneous concrete and improvements, and ancillary facilities, in accordance with the
plans and specifications. Site Work shall also include the trench backfill to the specified
compaction, the preparation or restoration of the finish grade, and general clearing and
grading of the area. Placing and compacting the aggregate base is included in this item.
